Gold Card Exam Exemption--Final Exam Exemption 
(choice of 2 with “A” average for the year) ­ Applies to 
full year courses only ­ Student must be in possession 
of a valid Gold Card for MP 1, 2, 3 ­ Student must have 
an “A” average up to the final exam.

Red Card--Final Exam Exemption (choice of 1 with “A” 
average for the year) ­ Applies to full year courses only ­ 
Student must have received a Gold or Red Card for MP 
1, 2, and 3 ­ Student must have an “A” average up to 
the final exam.

To Maintain Eligibility...

      All students will be notified of status within at            
  least five (5) school days of report card distribution. 
  Lists are posted in both cafeterias as well as in the       
  Main Office window.  Students must review the                               
  lists AND contact the Renaissance facilitators        
  within five (5) school days of notification if there 
  is an error.  This includes correction of any  
  absences or disciplinary actions. Corrections               
  (including doctor notes) will not be accepted past       
  this time.  This is a student responsibility.  After the     
  window of inquiry closes, changes will not be made 
  for the marking period.

Error Notification Forms are located in each 
gym locker room.

   A final notification will be made following that ten-    
   day period. Do not lose your card or ID.

NOTE:  There may be some criteria changes, including 
LATENESS TO CLASS, coming this year.  Listen for  

updates and effective date announcements.

Opening during the 2011-2012 school year, the 
Renaissance Lounge will be one of the premier benefits of 
being a cardholder.  

Beginning September 2011, students who were invited to 
the Renaissance Barbecue in May 2011 
will have the privilege of lunch in the Renaissance 
Lounge.  At the end of the first marking
period, card status will be evaluated.  Only students 
earning a Renaissance card for the first marking period 
will be invited to the Lounge for the second marking 
period.  Each marking period, the same evaluation will 
occur.  Next year, only students with a fourth marking 
period Renaissance card will begin the new school year 
with this privilege.  

To participate in this privilege, you must have a valid 
Renaissance card.  You must show the lounge proctor 
your valid card and student ID to enter.  You may have 
this privilege revoked if you violate or abuse the privilege 
or do not maintain the school rules and level of character 
expected of a Renaissance cardholder.
